CHRONOLOGY AND PERIOD
PLACEMENT OF THE LATE BRONZE

The paper sets out a new view on the Late Bronze
monuments of the Khakas-Minusinsk Basins. A new
complex chronology covering the period between the
Andronovo and Tagar cultures is suggested.
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The research is based on the analysis of the for-
mation and development of the large cemeteries and the
comparison of the sites within particular regions. The in-
vestigation of the horizontal stratigraphy combined with
the typological analysis of the grave goods permits one
to determine the relative chronology of the burials. The
burials are allocated to four phases, and sub-divided into
chronological horizons. The paper suggests a new idea
of the formation and development of the Late Bronze
Age monuments of the area. The main directions of
their links with the cultures of the adjacent regions have
been determined. The proposed scheme agrees well with
the data obtained from recent radiocarbon research, the
analysis of the chemical composition of metal artefacts
and the anthropological study of the population.

The authors accentuate the need of keeping the in-
vestigative and interpretative parts of the research sepa-
rate. They suggest a more precise way of employing the
terms «Karasuk» and «Lugavskaya», which permits one
to get back to the analysis of the proper artefacts and obvi-
ates the need for continuous terminological discussion.

CERAMICS OF ZAVYALOVSKAYA TYPE
IN NOVOSIBIRSK PRIOBJE

As a result of research of sites Zavyalovo-1 and
Zavyalovo-5 conducted by T.N. Troitskaya in the
1960s the Zavyalovskaya culture of transitional period
from Bronze to Iron Age was singled out. It was
dated by arrowheads of the VIII-VIIth centuries B.C.
Characteristic feature of the ceramics complexes of the
monuments is a mixture of local (late Irmenskaya) and
northern (ceramics ornaments by cross print and convex
vessel rim) traditions.
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Following the suggested earlier classification of
vessels according to their form and ornaments, the authors
of the article approach ceramics complexes of the sites
according to a different characteristic — ethno-cultural.
The complexes are characterized by combination of
typical late Irmenskaya ceramics, vessels of northern
origin and vessels of mixed type. As no monuments of
this culture have been discovered for the years passed,
the authors consider recognition of the Zavyalovskaya
culture a mistake and speak only about ceramics of
Zavyalovskaya type which appeared as a result of
penetration of northern tribes of Surgut Priobje into
the population of late Irmenskaya culture. Complexes
with late Irmenskaya, northern and, foremost, mixed
characteristics belong to such type of ceramics.

CULTURAL SITUATION AT THE TURN OF
II-1 MILLENNIA B.C. IN WESTERN SIBERIAN
FOREST-STEPPE BASED ON ANALYSIS OF
CHICHA-1 CERAMICS COMPLEX

The settlement of Chicha has been at the focus
of a joint German-Russian research project for several
years and can now be regarded as one of the best-
investigated archaeological sites of the Bronze and Early
Iron Age in Siberia. Thus, it occupies a key position
for our understanding of both the chronology and the
archaeological cultures of Western Siberia.

By way of a thorough chrono-stratigraphical
evaluation of the pottery in combination with an
extensive series of radiocarbon dates it was possible to
reliably distinguish three separate settlement phases: The

oldest habitation of the site took place in the 14%/13®
century calBC. This phase 1 can be linked to the Irmen’
culture and shows close connections to the Ob’ region.
The associated burial ground, which was situated not
far from the settlement area, has been partly excavated.
After a hiatus, a large settlement with a seemingly urban
structure was erected at the start of the 1% millennium in
the 10™ century calBC which existed ¢. 200 years. Apart
from several inhumations of newborn children within the
houses, no burials from this phase were found. Ground
plan, location and pottery of this settlement all display
close links to the Krasoozerka culture of the Irtysh
region which unfortunately has not been sufficiently
investigated to date.

After the abandonment of the settlement, the site
has most probably seen further settlement activity in the
course of the 1% millennium calBC as is suggested by
finds of younger pottery though it unfortunately cannot
be reliably linked to neither building structures nor
radiocarbon dates. Maybe they have to be understood
in connection with the appearance of horse-mounted
nomads in this region. Around the birth of Christ
another, rather limited re-settlement of the lakeside
terrace took place which can be linked to the Iron Age
Sargat culture.

The settlement process at Chicha displays a
close connection to the social and natural changes of
global scale which took place around the start of the 1%
millennium calBC.
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
